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PREAMBLE
This document is provided as a guideline for the GSLAC of MoAMSS to recognize certain events in a member’s life.  It is understood that this guideline is to be used as a consultative tool and is subject to modification depending on the circumstances of a particular case.

A.
DEATH

1.
GSLAC of MoAMSS MEMBER OR SPOUSE
In the event of a death of a member or the spouse of a member of the GSLAC of MoAMSS, a memorial in the amount of $50.00 will be sent to the organization designated in the member’s or spouse’s obituary.  In the event that no particular organization is named in the obituary, the memorial will be sent to the charitable foundation affiliated with the member’s employer.

2. IMMEDIATE FAMILY OF GSLAC of MoAMSS MEMBER

In the event of a death within the immediate family of a member of the GSLAC of MoAMSS, a memorial in the amount of $25.00 will be sent to the organization designated in the family member’s obituary.  In the event that no particular organization is named in the obituary, the memorial will be sent to the charitable foundation affiliated with the member’s employer.

The immediate family is defined as daughter, son, step-daughter, step-son, mother, father, grandmother, and grandfather.
B. HOSPITALIZATION

In the event of a member’s hospitalization, flowers will be sent to the individual in an amount up to $50.00, not including delivery.

C.
MARRIAGE


In the event of a member’s marriage, a card will be sent to the GSLAC of MoAMSS member.

D.
NAMSS CERTIFICATION

On the attainment of a member’s certification, flowers will be sent to the individual in an amount up to $50.00, not including delivery.
PROCEDURE

Upon hearing of any information pertaining to these guidelines, GSLAC of MoAMSS members will notify the Secretary/Treasurer at their earliest opportunity.  Upon notification, the Secretary/Treasurer, or his/her designee, will send the memorial, card, or flowers to the appropriate person/organization.  It is understood that there may be times when the GSLAC of MoAMSS may be unaware of any situation that is outlined above.
